HOW TO APPLY FOR A SCHOLARSHIP AWARDED THROUGH THE

e Determine the type of scholarship(s) you want to apply for by reviewing the information
on the yellow “Scholarships Awarded Directly Through the Chipola Foundation™ list
describing all of the scholarships.

e Review the requirements for each scholarship.

e To be eligible for a scholarship you must satisfy all of a scholarship’s criteria listed in the
description.

e You may apply for as many scholarships as you are eligible. However, the scholarship
selection committee will only award a maximum of one scholarship award per
applicant from the scholarship listed on the yellow “Scholarships Awarded Directly
Through the Chipola Foundation” list.

e Fully complete the yellow “Scholarships Awarded Directly Through Foundation
Scholarship Application” and prepare the required attachments listed on the application,
and submit the yellow “Scholarship Checklist for Scholarships Awarded Directly
Through Foundation” by the June 10, 2009 deadline date.

e Do NOT check all scholarships. Apply ONLY for those scholarships you are eligible
for.

e Do NOT submit more than one application or checklist to apply for the “Scholarships

completed checklist will be considered for funding. Applications must arrive at
Foundation office by 4 p.m. on deadline date not postmarked by deadline date.
