Entrance Requirements
Graduates must be able to pass a background check for most employment in the criminal jus-
tice—law enforcement field.

Background checks are performed on individuals seeking employment in law enforcement and
corrections in the State of Florida.  Background checks include but are not limited to:  U.S.
citizenship; 19 years of age; fingerprints for background checks by FDLE and FBI; no conviction
or guilty plea for domestic violence; no conviction, guilty plea, or nolo contendere for any felony
or misdemeanor involving perjury or false statement whether or not adjudication was withheld;
pass a physical exam by a licensed physician; pass a skills ability examination; pass an eight
panel drug screen; not have received a dishonorable discharge from the military; have a valid
driver’s license; be a high school graduate or equivalent; and be of good moral character.
