This major is in the College of Arts and Sciences and requires completion of a foreign language
through the 2200 level before graduation from FSU.

FSU requires competency in oral communications for graduation. If students took a speech course in high school or
were members of a debate team, they may exempt this requirement. If not, students should take SPC 2600 at CJC to satisfy this requirement.

Computer science majors must also complete 6 additional hours of science courses. This can be completed at CJC or FSU. Approved courses at CIC
include CHM 1045 & lab, CHM 1046 & lab, BSC 2010, and BSC 2011.

Students who accumulate 5 grades below “C-" (including grades of “U”) in computer science, mathematics, natural science, and statistics courses taken for
college credit at FSU or elsewhere, whether repeated or not, will not be allowed to continue as a major in this department.
