All programs in the College of Communication are limited access; each major is competitive based on the student’s qualifications
and promise of academic success. Itis recommended that communication majors apply to two tracks; this provides an alternate if the
first choice is full. Minimum requirements for review of application include a 3.0 GPA on all college course work attempted for
advertising, public relations, and media productions. Communication studies and mass media studies require a 2.8 GPA.

The departmental application deadline is January 31 for the summer or fall semester. Students must have passed or
exempted CLAST and have completed 43 hours of coursework at time of application. The application must be typed and
all information must be on file at FSU by the deadline, not in the mail!

FSU WILL DENY ADMISSION TO ANY STUDENT WHO HAS NOT SATISFIED THE STATE FOREIGN LANGUAGE REQUIREMENT. This may be satisfied by
completing the 2200 level of foreign language; completing two courses in American Sign Lanugage; completing three courses of computer language (“C,” JAVA, FORTRAN,
COBOL); or completing three courses of business language (ECO 2013, ECO 2023, and STA2023).

FSU requires competency in oral communications for graduation. If students took a speech course in high school or were members of a debate team, they may exempt
this requirement. If not, students should take SPC 2600 at Chipola to satisfy this requirement.

FSU requires basic computer proficiency. Students must demonstrate email, Internet, word processing, & spreadsheet skills; demonstrations are monitored by the FSU
Computer Science department. CGS 1060, CGS 1100, or EME 2040 will satisfy this requirement.
