All application
 materials must be on file by the deadline date, not in the mail!

FSU requires basic computer proficiency.  Students must demonstrate email, Internet, word processing, & spreadsheet skills; demonstrations are monitored
by the FSU Computer Science department.  CGS 1060, CGS 1100, or EME 2040 will satisfy this requirement.
