1 The College of Education requires six (6) hours of international/diversity course work & twelve (12) hours of Social Science course work.  The following Chipola

courses meet these requirements: AMH 2091, AMH 2092, GEA 2001, GEA 2002, REL 2300, SYG 1010, WOH 2012, and WOH 2022.  Foreign language courses
will meet the diversity requirement but not the Social Science requirement.

FSU WILL DENY ADMISSION TO ANY STUDENT WHO HAS NOT SATISFIED THE STATE FOREIGN LANGUAGEADMISSIONS REQUIREMENT.

FSU requires competency in oral communications for graduation.  If students took a speech course in high school or were members of a debate team, they may exempt this
requirement during the FSU admissions process.  If not, students should take SPC 2600 at Chipola to satisfy this requirement.

FSU requires basic computer proficiency.  Students must demonstrate email, Internet, word processing, & spreadsheet skills; demonstrations are monitored by the FSU Com-
puter Science department.  CGS 1060, CGS 1100, or EME 2040 will satisfy this requirement.

A master’s degree is required for certification and licensure in either audiology or speech pathology; students should plan to continue in a graduate program.
