     A minimum GPA of 2.5 and passing scores on all parts of CLAST are required for admission to the College of Education.  A strong
academic preparation is a must!   March 15 is the application deadline; everything must be on file at FSU by this date, not in the mail!
Students are admitted in fall term only.
     FSU requires basic computer proficiency.  Students must demonstrate email, Internet, word processing, & spreadsheet skills;
