This is a limited access program. Aminimum GPA of 2.8 is required for admission. Grades below C- will not be accepted
for major or minor credit. Students who have more than four grades below C- in any coursework in psychology, at Florida
State or elsewhere, will not be permitted to continue toward a degree with a major in Psychology. If a student receives a fifth
grade below C-, he or she will be required to change majors. FSU does not grant “conditional admits” to psychology majors.

FSU WILL DENY ADMISSION TO ANY STUDENT WHO HAS NOT SATISFIED THE STATE FOREIGN
LANGUAGE ADMISSIONS REQUIREMENT. This major is in the College of Arts and Sciences and requires completion of
a foreign language through the 2220 level before graduation from FSU.
